At a Senate Subcommittee #3 budget April 11, 2024 hearing, the California Welfare Directors Association (CWDA) was asked by Chair Menjivar what is their top priority to save of the over $300 million budget cuts: (1) elimination of the Family Stabilization program, (2) elimination of the subsidized jobs program or (3) the $55 million dollar cut of the CalWORKs county single allocation, which is the Reagan/Paul Ryan like “block grant” payments to counties?

Not surprisingly, the answer was not the programs that would devastate CalWORKS families like Family Stabilization program or the jobs program, but it was the Reagan/Paul Ryan like block grant – the $55 CalWORKs single allocation proposed cut that was most important to CWDA. TABLE # 1 - Unspent Single Allocation Funds Returned

This is not surprising. This year CWDA opposed allowing General Assistance beneficiaries to have their GA/GR benefits directly deposited in their checking, if they had one, rather having that money stolen from their cheap EBT card- AB 2141.

CWDA also opposes welfare recipients sending emails to their workers unless they are encrypted that leads no not getting CalWORKs benefits and services in the right amount at the right time AB 2241.

So, what has the county done with their single allocation for the past nine (9) years? Table # 1 shows year after year the millions of CalWORKs single allocation appropriated funds that have been returned to the General fund while CalWORKs families and children have been living on an average fixed income below 50% of the federal poverty level. That is 2 billion and 732 million dollars. Shame.
