On 7-16-21 the Governor signed AB 135,
Statutes of 2021, Sections 86 and 87 —
CFAP Expanded effective 6-30-22. A
similar provision was included in the FY
22-23 budget trailer bill SB 187 — Statutes
of 2022, Section 84- CFAP Expended. It is
now 2023 and the FY 23-24 Governor’s
budget proposes to delay the
implementation until 2027.
